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Seat Board Installation

Install the seat board on top of the seating
frame. Align seat board slots and seating frame
slots parallel to each other as shown in figure 1.

Using a Philips screw. Insert the bolt

(M6 Xx20mm) wi th a washer (3/8
through the seat board and into the
seating frame slot as shown in figure 2.

Under t he seating frame i nsert
Secure the bolt with a nut (M6 Nylock) by turning

towards right with a 10mm combination wrench while

holding the bolt head with a Philips screw as shown in

figure 3.




Back Board Installation

Install the back board in front of the seating frame.
Align the slot of back board and seating frame to be
parallel to each other as shown in figure 1.

Il nsert t he bolt ( M6 x20mm) wi t h a
through the back board and into the seating frame

slot. Inseta washer (1/406) on the back of
frame. Secure the bolt with a nut (M6 Nylock) by

turning towards right with a Philips screw while holding

the nut with a 10mm combination wrench as shown in

figure 2.

Provide a two (20) space between
back board and top of seat board as shown in
figure 3.

Installed backboard as shown in figure 4.
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Insert the tip of bolts into the lateral pad brackets Insert and tighten nut (M6 Nylock) by
as shown in figure 1. turning towards right with a Philips
screw while holding it with a 20mm
combination wrench as shown in figure
2.
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Lateral Pad Assembly

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Anterior Pelvic Support Installation

Pelvic straps can be attached in four locations
depending on the desired angle of pull as shown bolt (M6x20mm)
in figure 1.

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Lateral Trunk Support Installation

Using a Philips screw. Insert the bolt

(M6 x20mm) wi th a washer (3/80)
through the lateral trunk support and

into the seating frame slot as shown in

figure 1.

Behind the seating frame insert a washer

(1/740) . Secur e t he bolt wi t h a nut
(M6 Nylock) by turning the nut towards

right with a Philips screw while holding

the bolt with a 10mm combination

wrench as shown in figure 2.

Installed lateral trunk support as shown in
figure 1.
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
